
AGPCNP Program FAQ’s 

1. How fast can I complete the MSN Adult Gerontology Primary Care Nurse Practitioner
program?
You'll complete 42 credits to earn the MSN in Adult Gerontology Primary Care Nurse 
Practitioner (AGPCNP) degree. You can complete the MSN in AGPCNP program in as little 
as five semesters on the full-time curriculum plan and seven semesters on the part-time 
curriculum. Complete the short program interest form ((URL link to short inquiry form) ,
and an enrollment counselor will contact you with more information about the full-time
and part-time options available.

2. Does the MSN in Adult Gerontology Primary Care Nurse Practitioner program have a
full-time and part-time option?
Yes. The online MSN in Adult Gerontology Primary Care Nurse Practitioner program is
designed for maximum flexibility and may be taken full-time if you feel you have the time to
do so successfully. The part-time option is designed for professionals who work full-time.
This allows you to achieve a realistic balance between work, school and personal
responsibilities and gives you the opportunity to fully absorb the information in your
coursework.

6. Is it possible to transfer credits from another ins�tu�on to your AGPCNP program?Students 
applying for the online MSN in Adult Gerontology Primary Care Nurse Practitioner or Non-
APN Post-Master’s Certificate program may transfer up to 6 credits from an accredited 
institution after completion of a transcript evaluation. Students applying for the APN post-
master's program may transfer up to 22 credits based on their advanced practice 
specialization.
