Residents will turn onto Osceola Street from Wahnish Way then turn right into the trail south toward FAMU Towers following signs and security
traffic officers” directions. Unload then move vehicles north down the FAMU Towers trail to Osceola. To park, turn right onto MLK and follow signs to
designated parking lot in Palmettos.
